BREAKING THE CURSE OF POVERTY

1. Establish in your mind that God does not want you in lack.

REFERENCE SCRIPTURES:

Deuteronomy 8:18, John 10:10

Abundant life is more than money. It is wealth (Deuteronomy 8:18), it is health (Isaiah 53:5), it is peace (John 14:27), it is freedom from fear (2 Timothy 1:7), it is freedom from worry (John 14:1), it is freedom from anxiety/depression (Philippians 4:6-7), it is freedom from failure (Philippians 4:13) …

PRAYER:

Eternal God, I thank you for your abundant love and mercy. You are worthy to be honored, praised, and worshipped. I acknowledge you as Lord and Savior. I praise you for what you have done and I worship you for who you are. I am greatful for all you have done, all you are doing, and for all you will do in the future. I thank you for opening my eyes to see and understand that I have been living beneath my privileges. Thank you for showing me that you want me happy. Thank you for showing me that you want me to live an abundant life. Lord, I stand on John 10:10 where you told me that you came to give me abundant life. Your word is a lamp unto my feet and a light unto my path. (Psalm 119:105). It is on your word that I take a stand against the enemies' attempts and attacks to make me continue to live beneath my abundant life. I take authority over poverty. REFERENCE SCRIPTURES:

Genesis 8:22, 1 Kings 17, Luke 6:38, Matthew 2:11-12

You are not buying a blessing - you are making a faith connection. So, when you give your faith seed - in our case $91.00 - name what it is you are believing God to do for you.  However, before you name it please make sure it has been promised to you in the word of God. Notice 1 John 5:14 "And this is the confidence tht we have in him, that, if we ask any thing according to his will, he heareth us:"

PRAYER:

You kept me in my right mind when the devil tried to convince me that I was loosing my mind. I know you will never leave me nor forsake me. Continue to work on me and please forgive me of all my sins. In Jesus' name I pray,

CONFESSION:

Write down the sin(s) you need to get rid of and keep a journal of how often you do it.

     - realize that you cannot adequately talk to God with known sin in your life.

Read Psalm 34:15-16, Psalm 66:18, Psalm 15

     - just make it up in your mind to stop doing it …

     - understand that we are seeking His heart; not His hand (Luke 6:33)

PRAYER:

Father, thank you for loving me enough to send your son to die on the cross. You are awesome and more than worthy to be praised. I honor you with the fruits of my lips and I recognize you to be excellent in all your ways. Lord, you made me and therefore you know me better than I know myself.
